The tables below provide estimates of insulin pharmacokinetic profiles of various
preparations. Patients with type 2 diabetes may require high doses due to insulin
resistance. Injection of large insulin boluses affects insulin absorption and activity.

Biosimilar and Interchangeable Insulins
* Semglee (glargine-yfgn), Rezvoglar (glargine-aglr), and Basaglar are biosimilar and

do not differ clinically from Lantus (insulin glargine).
+ Admelog (lispro) is biosimilar to Humalog, and Kirsty (aspart) is biosimilar to

Novolog.
Semglee and Rezvoglar are also interchangeable with Lantus, meaning that the 

pharmacist can substitute without notifying the provider.
