Definition of a Health Summary

A hedth summary is auser-customized, clinical summary report conssting of patient
information components. Each component presents the most currently available summary
data from one of the ancillary packages listed below, for a given patient, with optiond limits
by time, number of occurrences, and selection items. These summaries can be viewed online
or printed.

Printing Health Summaries

Permanent or pre-defined hedlth summaries may be run or printed for asngle patient or
al paients a agiven hospital location (Petient Hedth Summary and Hospita Location
Hedlth Summary options). If aclinic or operating room location is selected (instead
of award) in the Hospital Location Hedth Summary option, the user will be prompted
to enter abeginning and ending vist or surgery date. Only those patients with vigts or
surgeries scheduled for the specified date will have hedth summaries generated.

PDX Transmisson of Health Summaries

Hedlth Summaries (except components with selection items or unique loca

components) can be transmitted by PDX—Patient Data Exchange—which transfers
patient data between VA fadilities usng the MalMan dectronic mail utility. See PDX V.

Hedth Summary patches 29 and 48 export components for usng Remote Data Views. With dl
the proper patches instaled, you may view remote patient data through CPRS. Before you can
do this, you must have Magter Patient Index/Petient Demographics (MPI/PD) and severa other
patches installed. Once these are in place and the proper parameters have been set, you can
access remote data from other VA facilities.

Currently, remote data views are limited to predefined, nationaly exported Hedlth Summary
Types. Remote data may not be viewed by ether the Ad Hoc Hedth Summary type or
locally/user developed Hedth Summary types.

Y ou can view remote clinica data using any Hedth Summary Type that has an identicaly named
Hedth Summary Typeingdled at both the local and remote sites. However, for non-nationdly
exported hedth summary reports, the content of the report is subject to the report structure and
configuration defined at the remote Ste.

Ad Hoc Health Summaries

Temporary (ad hoc) hedth summaries can be created “ on-the-fly” and run for individua
patients, asfollows.

1. Firgt, sdlect acombination of components from amenu of al available components.

2. Next, (if gpplicable) specify time limits, occurrence limits, hospitd location, ICD text
display, provider narrative display, and sdection items for any of the components, or
accept site-defined defaults.

3. Then, sdect a patient and run the resulting heelth summary.

Both pre-defined and ad hoc hedth summaries may be run interactively on your termind, or
directed to any printer. Pre-defined hedth summary types can aso be queued to run nightly for
al patients at any specified location(s). Either interactive or batch- mode print-by-location hedth
summaries may aso be printed “in tandem” with the Outpatient Pharmacy Action Profile
(including bar codes) for each of the patients at the selected location.

CPRS Interface

Hedth Summary V. 2.7 interfaces with the Computerized Petient Record System
(CPRYS) to provide Order Entry users with an integrated view of both orders (from
CPRYS) and results (from Hedth Summary). Thisinterface, in turn, enhances Hedlth
Summary by dlowing Hedth Summary users:

Multiple Patient Selection.

Y ou can select multiple patients from ward, clinic, treating specidty, attending
physicians, persond or team lists. Health Summary uses enhanced patient look-up
routines in CPRS for reporting results.

Relationship to Integrated Billing's Encounter Form Utilities

The Integrated Billing package (Encounter Form Utilities) includes a Print Manager that
alows gtes to define reports that should print ong with encounter forms for a specific
clinic or divison and for specified gppointments. One of the options, “Define Available
Hedth Summary,”dlows a hedth summary to be made avallable for use by the print
manager.

The Hedth Summary package dlows coordinators to schedule batch processing of
hedlth summaries for patientsin a particular ward, or to schedule batch processing of
hedlth summaries a gpecified number of days before patients are scheduled for clinic
vidits or operating rooms. The benefits of batch processing are:

1) It enablesthedinic to have the most currently avallable clinica information when the
patient arrives for the appointment, and

2) Processing of the prints takes place during non-peak computer hours.

To usethisfeature the IRM Service must first use the option Schedule/Unschedule
Options on the the TaskMan menu, and schedule the GMTS TASK STARTUP option
to initiate nightly batch printing. (See page 31 in the Health Summary Installation
Guide.) Each time this option runs, it uses the parameters set up by the Hedlth
Summary Coordinator in the Set up Batch Print Locations option. For Version 2.7 of
Hedth Summary, this option has been updated to recognize non-workdays. For clinics
and operating rooms, if it is set up to print two days in advance, Tuesday’s clinics will
print on Friday rather than on Sunday. If Tuesday happensto be aholiday, the
Wedneday clinicswill print on Friday.

Health Summary Components Header s and Abbreviations

Use the Information Menu option (avallablein al three Hedth Summary user menus) to get
an online liging of the information contained in each health summary component or hedth

summary type.
Customized Health Summary Types

A user with access to the Coordinator’ s or Enhanced menu can creste a customized
hedlth summary type. Use the Creste/Modify Hedth Summary Type menu option
located on the Hedth Summary Enhanced Menu or the Build Hedth Summary Type
submenu of the Health Summary Coordinator’ s menu. Select the desired components,
and (depending on the data required by the sdected components) apply time limits or
maximum occurrence limits to components which are date-sengitive. Youmay dso
apply ICD text, provider narrative, salection items, and header names for components
that alow these to be specified.

Users who do not have access to the enhanced or coordinator's menus can request a
customized hedth summary type from their IRMS or Health Summary coordinator. The
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form entitled “Request for Hedth Summary Type,” located in Appendix A of the
Health Summary User Manual, is a convenient way to submit such requests.

Customizing the Ad Hoc Health Summary Type

Y ou can aso customize the Ad Hoc Hedlth Summary Type with the Edit Ad Hoc
Hedlth Summary Type option on the Maintenance Menu. This option lets you modify
time and/or occurrence limits, hospital location displayed, 1CD text displayed, provider
narrative displayed, header names, or assign selection items (tests like WBC, Glucose)
to the selected hedth summary components (Lab Cumulative Sdected, Lab Cumulative
Selected 1-4, Lab Tests Selected, Measurement Selected, Vital Signs Selected, and
Radiology Impresson Sdlected, etc.). Consult with your clinical coordinator and/or
users about which sdection items they would like to have on their Hedlth Summaries.

You may select individua components and edit their default parameters, or use the
ALOOP feature at the Sdlect COMPONENT: prompt to loop through dl of the
components, editing the default values as you go.

NOTE: When selecting components from the Ad Hoc Health Summary menu, entering “ALL”
allows al components to be selected. If the first three characters of aHEADER NAME for a

component are designated as “All,” however, then only the defined component will be selected.
Avoid conflicts and loss of functionality by not using “al” at the front of new header names.

The Health Summary package does not duplicate storage of VISTA ancillary package
data. Datais extracted as needed from the ancillary packages, is temporarily stored in
ATMP(<namespace>,$J, or "UTILITY ($J, and is deleted after the component has
been printed or displayed.

Purging

The Delete Hedth Summary Type option [GMTS TY PE DELETE] is available on both
the Coordinator’ s and the Enhanced menus.

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Appendix A—Defining New Components

We encourage sites to submit E3Rs for new components (or enhancements to existing
components) that they beieve will be useful on anationd bads. The Hedth Summary
Expert Pand (EP) will evauate these requests. If the EP approves the request, these
new components will be provided as patches or in afuture verson of the Hedlth
Summary package, depending on the priority that is given to the request.

Sites have the option to create new components for Health Summary to provide for
their dte-specific needs. This may be an enhancement to one of the components that
Hedth Summary provides, it can be atotaly new one that accesses DHCP data that
Hedth Summary currently doesn’t provide a component for, or it can be one to access
non-DHCP supported (Class 111 software) packages.

NOTE: Please be aware that locally created components are not supported by National
VISTA Service (NVS) or Systems Desigh and Development (SD&D).

A Hedth Summary basket has been set up on SHOP,ALL where Sites can put their
locally developed component routines, in order to share this information with the rest of
the DHCP community. We encourage you to take alook at what has aready been
done, as this may save you sometime.

To access SHOP,ALL from FORUM:

1. Enter SHOPALL at your menu prompt and you'll be “logged” onto SHOP,ALL
2. Enter SURROGATE NAME: SHOP,ALL

3. Sdect Malman Ogption: Read Mail

4. Enter the Hedth Summary mail basket.

Hintsfor Developing local site components:

Before writing your own components, review some of the existing routines that have
been written. Some good examples are the Patient Care Encounter, the Discharge
Summary, or the Compensation and Penson components with the display routinesin
the Hedlth Summary name space and the extract routines in the custodid package's
name-space. We suggest that when creating new components you write two separate
routines, one to extract the data and one to display the data. The display routine will call
the extract routine and then display the data that was extracted.

Put any locd routines you develop in your Sit€' s routine name-space.

Locd site components will be entered into the Hedlth Summary Component (File
#142.1) file with an internd file number beginning with your ste number plus an
additional 3 digits (e.g. At Sat Lake VAMC the first number would be 660001). Thisis
to assure that nationaly developed components are not overlaid by loca site-developed
components or vice versa. Y ou will be prompted with a vaid number when you enter a
new component viathe

Create/Modify Hedth Summary Components option on the Health Summary
Maintenance Menu.

For the extract routine, we recommend that you set the datato the "\TMP("name",$J)
globd. The digplay routine will get the data from this globa and display/print it. For the
extract routine, you cdl it with the DFN (Patient Internal File Number) varigble.
Optiondly, you could st it up for time and occurrence limits. GMTSEND (Fileman
date to be used as the ending date for displaying data, GMTSBEG (Fileman date to be
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used as the beginning date for displaying data, and GMTSNDM (Maximum number of
occurrences to display) are the variables to use to alow for time and occurrence limits.
In your extract routine, make sure the date of the data is between the datesin the
GMTSBEG and GMTSEND variables. Use the GMTSNDM variable to make sure
you only get the maximum number of records that were entered for the occurrence
limits

Depending on how the cross-references are set up in the file you are extracting data
from, you may want to use the reverse SORDER M command or a cross-reference
with an inverted Fileman date to get the most recent data first. When putting the data
into the "\TMP globa, you can invert the date (9999999- Date) as one of the subscripts.
Or you can just include the date. When displaying the data, you will need to use the
Reverse SORDER M command to get the most recent data to display firgt, if you don't
use an inverted date subscript.

NOTE: Inverted Fileman dates mean that the date (e.g. 2950630) will be subtracted
from 9999999. This would give you 7049369. Inverted Fileman dates are used to order the
data from most recent data to oldest data. With the Reverse $ORDER command, this
convention won't necessarily need to be followed in the future. Prior to the Reverse
$ORDER M command, it was necessary to put the retrieved datain the "TMP array with
a subscript in Inverted Fileman Date/time in order that the user would see the most
current data first in the Health Summary display.

Once you have extracted the data, you can print or display it. To dlow for page bregks
(and in theinteractive display the capability to terminate or jump to another component),
it isimportant that you issue the following commands before printing aline of data

D CKP*"GMTSUP Q:$D(GMTSQIT)

If thisisn't done before each line is written, the length of the document may exceed the
length of the page or screen. Y ou dso will not get the component heeder to display
before digplaying the data. It isimportant that no lines are written and the above
commands are not issued if there isno data. For verson 2.7 of Hedth Summary we
implemented the capability to suppress component headers and “No Data Available’
messages for Hedth Summary Types. In order to make this work, the CKP"GMTSUP
routine was updated to set aflag that data was printed for a component. After the
Hedth Summary driver processes each component for a Health Summary Type, the
system checks to seeif data was displayed for the component. If no datawas
displayed, the driver determines whether or not to display the component header and
“No Data Available’ messages.

NOTE: For any locd site components that were written prior to version 2.7, if you want
to be able to suppress component headers and “No Data Available’” messages, you will
need to evauate them and remove calls to BREAK*GMTSUP. This command should not
be executed within your routines and you should not display the message that there was
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no data available. Y ou aso want to be sure not to execute CKP*GMTSUP until you have
data to display.

Setting up a component to allow selection of specific items:

If you want to set up a component to alow sdection of specific items, review one of the
existing components that alows this capability, then follow these steps.

1.

Add“GMTS’ to the Application Group field for the file you want to sdect items
from. Y ou can do this through Fileman with the Edit File option under the Utility
Functions option.

Add the pointed to file to the variable pointer Sdlection Item (field #4) sub-fiddin
the multiple Structure (Fidd #1) fied in the Hedth Summary Type (file #142) file.
Do this through Fileman with the Modify File Attributes option.

When entering a new component to the Health Summary Component (file #142.1),
be sure to enter the File to the Sdection Item field. This can be done through the
Create/Modify Hedth Summary Components option on the Health Summary
Maintenance Menu.

In your application code, access the GMTSEG variable to determine the Sdlection
Itemsfor thefile. The format of thisarray is GMTSEG(GMTSEGN file
number,Sdection Item internd file number). GMTSEGN isthe internd file number
for the component. Y ou can $SORDER on the third subscript of the array and get
the Sdection Item’sinternd file number. In your extract routine you will then limit
the extract to only retrieve records for the specified Selection Items.

NOTE: Typically, users a sites should not modify files. However, in order to include
new components with selection items, it is necessary to modify afile's structure.
Therefore, we recommend extreme caution while following the procedures above.
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Create/Modify Health Summary Components

The following sample didogue can asss you in creating your own locd hedth summary
components.

NOTE: When selecting components from the Ad Hoc Health Summary menu, entering “ALL”
alows al components to be selected. If the first three characters of a HEADER NAME for a

component are designated as “All,” however, then only the defined component will be selected.
Avoid conflicts and loss of functionality by not using “al” at the front of new header names.

Security

Security is established via a combination of the GMTSMGR and GMTS VIEW ONLY security
keys and the OWNER and LOCK fiddsin File 142 (Hedth Summary Typefile).

GMTSMGR Security Key:

The GMTSMGR security key dlows holdersto override the LOCK and OWNER
access redrictions for editing health summary types. The IRM Chief and Hedlth
Summary Coordinators are likely holders of this key.

This security key dlowsthe holder to edit generd usage hedth summary types which
are locked with the GMTSMGR key. It dso provides master edit accessto all other
hedth summary types.

GMTSVIEW ONLY Security Key:

The GMTS VIEW ONLY key dlows holders to view a hedth summary on the CRT.
Holders may use dl of the familiar Health Summary options but will not be prompted for
adevice for printing paper copies of the hedth summary.

Health Summary TypeFile
Owner

Owners of health summary types have edit access to hedth summary types they have
cregted. The owner is designated when a hedlth summary typeis created. Usudly the
crestor of a hedth summary type is automaticaly desgnated asits owner. However, if
cregtors of hesth summary types hold the GMTSMGR key, they may designate another
person as the owner. If you are assigned the GMTSMGR key, you are not
automatically designated as the owner. Y ou may, however, enter your name asthe
“owner.”

L ock

Thisfidd can be used to specify a security key and is designated when the hedlth
summary typeis cregted. Thislock gives edit access for that hedth summary typeto
anyone who holds the matching security key. For example, someone cregting a
Peathology Hedlth Summary Type may want to enter LRSUPER as the lock, thereby
giving edit access to any holder of the LRSUPER security key. The four headth summary
types exported with the Hedth Summary package have the GMTSMGR lock.
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A lock does not restrict an owner ¥4 the lock gives permission. If ahedth summary type

islocked, the owner of the hedlth summary type is not required to have the key to
accessit; however, dl other users must have the key.

Y ou may redtrict any component from view by entering the name of avalid security key

inthe LOCK field for a given component. For example, if your Ste decides that only
holders of the LRSPUSER key should be alowed to view the Surgica Pathology

Hedlth Summary component, then entering the name of that security key in the LOCK
field of that component’s record will enforce that policy.
